E.A.R.T.H. Awarded Two Metro Green Apple Grants
Life on the environmental front at Crossley is becoming even
greener thanks to the Metro Corporation. Last December,
E.A.R.T.H. was awarded two $1000 Metro Green Apple School
Grants in support of two of their green ideas for this school year.
One helped purchase one of three recently installed EZH20 Water
Bottle Filling Stations here at Crossley. To help reduce our eco-
logical footprint we now have a bottle filling station in our gym
foyer, in our cafeteria, and on the third floor. Each unit is
equipped with a green ticker that tracks the number of 500 mL
plastic bottles saved from landfills by using refillable water bot-
tles. This green idea also received funding

from the DSBN Environmental Sustainability gr
Committee, our GPP class "Spirit —
Days” Fundraising initiative, the
DSBN EcoSchools Support Fund and
our very own E.A.R.T.H. Klean Kan-
teen Fundraising Campaign.

The second grant will help increase
the biodiversity on our campus by
introducing several nationally and
provincially threatened native Caro-
linian tree species.
